The Chair also announced that Mayor de Blasio signed a Local Law legislation on February 5, 2015
to amend the administrative code of the City of New York, in relation to requiring the reporting
of environmental dataregarding schools. The reporting will include staff and parents of students
attendingthe involved school.

The Chair spoke of the possibility of reporting Comp Stats for schools as the Police Department now
do to reporttheircrime stats. This will give aclearerrecord of the progress of the schools to the
education community.

Discussioninvolvingthe 2016 Preliminary Budgetresponses from OMB and the committee will
addressthe upcoming 2017 Budget which will be onthe agendafor the next meeting forcommittee
