Detective Rodriguez report: no murder, rape down 50%, robbery down 40%, burglary down 48%, 
felony assault down 25%, grand larceny up 4%. Stolen cars even: 19 cars this year. 
  
The committee approved all renewal liquor license applications before it. The Dubai Lounge, a 
new application, was approved.  In view of multiple complaints from the community, Detective 
Rodriguez reviewed with the owner that if there are further complaints, precinct officers will 
enter to inspect and take action.  The owners stated that they are working to decrease noise levels 
and to address parking problems.  Van Cortlandt Golf House, another new application, was also 
approved.
