A permanent career City civil service employee with at least two years of continuous full-time service in a position for which the salary is paid in whole or in part by the City of New York.

2. Gross annual ordinary income for the year ending December 2012 may not exceed $110,000 for parents and/or guardian.  The applicant’s income should not be included.  Salaries listed should be before deductions for contributions to deferred compensation plans and/or other pre-tax benefits programs. Capital gains or losses should not be considered. If parents are separated or divorced, please describe financial arrangements with respect to applicant. Please include copies of page 1 of both parents’ 2012 Federal Income Tax Return(s).

B. Applicant

3. Regular attendance at a private or public secondary school. Graduates in June 2013 or has previously graduated, but has not yet entered college.

4. Accepted as a full-time student at a private or public college or university.

5. Has taken the SAT or ACT examination.  A copy of the test report must be submitted with the application.
