Memo of Suspected Non-Compliance with NYC Local Law 77

The Contractor is required to submit accurate NYC Local Law 77 Compliance forms to DDC monthly (or another designated interval). The Project Manager should review the forms for accuracy with respect to equipment on the site. Inaccurate forms should be returned to the Contractor for correction and resubmission. Project Managers should spot-check the equipment to ensure that the stated Best Available Technology (BAT) is actually in place, and spot-check the fuel invoices to ensure that the fuel being delivered is actually Ultra Low Sulfur Diesel (ULSD). Note that Local Law 77 exempts “a diesel-powered vehicle that is used to satisfy the requirements of a specific public works contract for fewer than twenty calendar days” – a Contractor should not cycle pieces of equipment on-and-off the project to subvert the intent of the Law.

If you suspect that the information on Contractor-submitted NYC Local Law 77 Compliance forms for DDC is not correct, or the Contractor doesn’t submit the required forms, please explain on this form.  Attach any supporting information, including copies of the suspect forms, copies of relevant fuel invoices etc.
