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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY 

The Remedial Investigation Report (RIR) provides sufficient information for establishment 

of remedial action objectives, evaluation of remedial action alternatives, and selection of a 

remedy pursuant to RCNY§ 43-1407(f).  The remedial investigation (RI) described in this 

document is consistent with applicable guidance.   

Site Location and Current Usage 

The Site is located in Downtown Jamaica Queens and is identified as Block 9998 and Lot(s) 42, 

43, 47, 48 and portions of 52.  Currently, the Site is used as a marketing center and contains a 

one story building with a basement on Lots 42, 43, and 47 with MTA storage on Lots 48 and 52.   

Summary of Proposed Redevelopment Plan 

The development project consists of a new mixed use hotel including 8,500 square feet of retail, 

102,000 square feet of hotel space, and 8,000 square feet of underground parking.  The subgrade 

plan will potentially incorporate three levels beneath grade which will include an underground 

parking lot and commercial space.  Redevelopment plans are included as Figure 3 and Appendix 

A.   

Summary of Past Uses of Site and Areas of Concern 

 A Phase I ESA was performed on the Property in January 2013 by LCS Inc.  The following 

 recognized environmental conditions (RECs) were identified: 

 According to the EDR report, the subject property was identified as an E-Designation site.  This 

designation is described as being associated with a gasoline UST testing protocol, air quality 

(HVAC Fuel limited to natural gas) and window and wall attenuation and alternative 

ventilation. 

 Railroad tracks have been located north adjacent to the subject property since at least 1901. 

 A filling station was located west adjacent to the subject property from as least 1963 through 

1967 and in at least 1985 and 1986. 

 A north adjacent property, addressed at 93-02 Sutphin Bvld, was identified as a registered UST 

facility, RCRA generator (no violations listed), ERNS site (involving 2008 train derailment) 

and NY Spill site. Spill No. 0650386 involved soil and groundwater contamination due to 
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tanks; groundwater was flowing to the southwest.  This spill is considered “active” by the 

NYSDEC. 

 A suspected west adjacent property, addressed as 93-50 Sutphin Blvd. was identified as a 

registered UST facility and US historical Auto Station site. 

 The Phase I ESA is included in Appendix B.   

Summary of the Work Performed under the Remedial Investigation 

Based on a meeting with NYC OER, and the scope of the proposed redevelopment, CA RICH 

performed the following scope of work in accordance with the NYCOER approved Phase II 

Work Plan:  

1. Conducted a Site inspection to identify AOCs and physical obstructions (i.e. 

structures, buildings, etc.); 

2. Installed eight soil borings across the Site, and collected fifteen soil samples for 

chemical analysis from the soil borings to evaluate soil quality; 

3. Installed three groundwater monitoring wells on the Site  and collected three 

groundwater samples for chemical analysis to evaluate groundwater quality;  

4. Installed four soil vapor probes on Site and collected four samples for chemical 

analysis. 

Summary of Environmental Findings 

1. Elevation of the property is approximately 40 feet above mean sea level. 

2. Depth to groundwater ranges from 22 to 25 feet below grade.  

3. Groundwater flow is generally towards southeast beneath the Site. 

4. Bedrock was not encountered at the Site.  

5. The stratigraphy of the site, from the surface down, consists of native tan/brown 

medium grain sand with well-rounded pebbles. 

6. Soil sample results were compared to NYSDEC Part 375-6 Unrestricted Use (Track 

1) and Restricted Residential Use (Track 2) Soil Cleanup Objectives (SCOs).  Soil 

samples showed that VOCs, PCBs, pesticides and metals were all below detectable 
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concentrations and did not exceed Unrestricted Residential Use SCOs for any soil 

sample.  Seven SVOCs including benzo(a)anthracene (at 10 ppm), benzo(a)pyrene (at 

9.8 ppm), benzo(b)fluoranthene (at 8.3 ppm), benzo-(k)fluoranthene (at 8 ppm), 

chrysene (at 9.4 ppm), dibenzo(a,h)anthracene (at1.5 ppm), and indeno(1,2,3-

cd)pyrene (at 6.9 ppm) were detected above Restricted Residential Use SCOs within 

one of three shallow soil samples. Overall, soil chemistry was unremarkable and does 

not indicate any disposal conditions.     

7. Groundwater samples collected were compared to NYSDEC 6NYCRR Part 703.5 

Groundwater Quality Standards (GQS).  The groundwater samples showed no 

detectable concentrations of pesticides or PCBs. Samples collected during the RI 

detected one VOC, methylene chloride (maximum of 5.3 µg/L) and one SVOC,  

Bis(2-ethylhexyl)phthalate (maximum of 20 µg/L), exceeded their respective GQS in 

one groundwater sample. Both of these contaminants are also known laboratory 

contaminant.  Several metals were identified, but only barium (maximum of 1.18 

mg/L) and manganese (max. of 0.422 mg/L) exceeded their respective GQSs.   

8. Soil vapor samples collected during the RI were compared to the compounds listed in 

Table 3.1 Air Guideline Values Derived by the NYSDOH located in the New York 

State Department of Health (NYSDOH) Final Guidance for Evaluating Soil Vapor 

Intrusion. Soil vapor samples collected during the RI showed a wide range of VOCs 

at trace concentrations.  Most compounds were detected at less than 20 μg/m3 except 

for trichlorofluoromethane (max. of 77.6 μg/m3).  Chlorinated VOCs including 1,1,1-

trichloroethane (TCA) (max. of 11 μg/m3) and tetrachloroethylene (PCE) (max of 18 

μg/m3) were detected in soil vapor.  Concentrations of TCA and PCE are below the 

monitoring ranges established by NYSDOH matrix and does not require any action.  
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 REMEDIAL INVESTIGATION REPORT 

1.0  SITE BACKGROUND 

Sutphin Plaza Hotel, LLC, has enrolled in the New York City Voluntary Cleanup Program 

(NYC VCP) to investigate and remediate a 9,202 square foot site located at 93-43 Sutphin Blvd 

in Downtown Jamaica, Queens, New York.  Commercial use is proposed for the property.  The 

RI work was performed between March 10, 2014 and March 24, 2014. This RIR summarizes the 

nature and extent of contamination and provides sufficient information for establishment of 

remedial action objectives, evaluation of remedial action alternatives, and selection of a remedy 

that is protective of human health and the environment consistent with the use of the property 

pursuant to RCNY§ 43-1407(f).   

1.1  Site Location and Current Usage 

The Site is located at 93-43 Sutphin Blvd in Downtown Jamaica of Queens, New York and is 

identified as Block 9998 and Lot(s) 42, 43, 47, 48 and portions of 52 on the New York City Tax 

Map.  Figure 1 shows the Site location.  The Site is 9,202-square feet and is bounded by the 

Long Island Rail Road to the north, 94th Avenue to the south, a commercial property to the east, 

and Sutphin Boulevard to the west.  A map of the site boundary is shown in Figure 2.  Currently, 

the Site is used as a marketing center and contains a one story building with a basement on Lots 

42, 43, and 47 with MTA storage on Lots 48 and 52.   

1.2 Proposed Redevelopment Plan 

The proposed future use of the Site will consist of a transient franchise hotel with 

approximately 240 rooms in general. The building will be in the range of 25-stories tall and 

contain about 137,276 gross square feet. It will house a cellar, sub-cellar and potentially a sub-

sub cellar with building services, meeting rooms, and automated parking.  A lobby and restaurant 

will be at ground level. 

Layout of the proposed site development is presented in Appendix 2.  The current zoning 

designation is C6-4 within Special Downtown Jamaica District. The proposed use is consistent 

with existing zoning for the property.   

Redevelopment plans will include demolition of the current structure on the property 

followed by excavation of soils.  At this time, it has not been determined if the excavation will 
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extend two or three sublevels.  Since groundwater has been detected at 21 feet, excavation will 

most likely extend to the groundwater interface, therefore dewatering will most likely be a 

necessary part of the construction process.   

1.3  Description of Surrounding Property 

 According to the OER’s SPEED application the Site is bound by a building zoned C6-4 for 

industrial and manufacturing to the east, a vacant lot to the south, Jamaica Station (zoned M1-1) 

to the west, and a MTA lot and the LIRR (zoned M1-4 and C6-4 for transportation and utilities) 

to the north.   There are no schools, day cares or hospitals within a 500-foot radius.  

The Phase I ESA conducted in January 2013 identified the following surrounding property 

environmental information:   

• A north adjacent property, addressed at 93-02 Sutphin Boulevard, was identified as a registered 

UST facility, RCRA Generator (no violations listed), ERNS site (involving 2008 train 

derailment; the nature and details of which do not suggest a significant concern) and NY Spill 

site. Spill No. 0650386 involved soil and groundwater contamination due to tanks; groundwater 

was flowing to the southwest. This spill is considered “active” by the NYSDEC. 

 

• A west adjacent property, addressed at 93-50 Sutphin Boulevard, was identified as a former 

RCRA Generator (no violations listed), registered UST facility, US Historic Auto Station and 

LTANK spill site. Spill No. 9907900 involved soil contamination due to tanks and is considered 

“inactive” by the NYSDEC. 

 

• A south adjacent property, listed as Warehouse and addressed at 94-01 Sutphin Boulevard, was 

identified as a registered AST facility. 

 

• A west adjacent property, listed as Air Tran-Parking Lot, addressed at 144-27 94th Avenue, 

was identified as a registered AST facility. 

 

• A southwest adjacent property, listed as Johnson Avenue Yard and addressed at 94th Street and 

Sutphin Boulevard, was identified as a NYSDEC listed Spills/Historic Spills site. Spill No. 

0107538 involved the release of 50 gallons of hydraulic oil due to a hydraulic hose failure; this 

spill is considered “inactive” by the NYSDEC. 
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Zoning information has been collected from the OER Speed database and the Phase I ESA 

attached in Appendix B. 

2.0  SITE HISTORY   

2.1  Past Uses and Ownership 

According to the Phase I ESA, from least 1901 through 1925 the subject property was vacant as 

indicated on the Sanborn maps.  According to the City Directory, during the 1930s the subject 

property was a restaurant.  The Property was then redeveloped in the early 1940s with a similar 

structure that exists today.  The property has since housed a meat market followed by use as an 

office and storage as it is today.  The current owner is listed as, Sutphin Airtrain Realty, LLC.  

According to historical records researched during the Phase I ESA past owners include the 

following:  Greater Jamaica Development Corporation; 93-43 Sutphin, LLC; City of NewYork; 

Airtrain Realty; Up Ventures; Judith Heller; Benjamin Kocivar and Jamaica Wholesale Meat 

Company 

2.2  Previous Investigations 

A Phase I ESA was conducted on the subject Property by LCS, Inc. in January of 2013.  The 

Phase I identified the subject property as E-designated. The following recognized environmental 

conditions (RECs) were identified: 

  According to the EDR report, the subject property was identified as an E-Designation site.  

This designation is described as being associated with a gasoline UST testing protocol, air 

quality (HVAC Fuel limited to natural gas) and window and wall attenuation and alternative 

ventilation. 

  Railroad tracks have been located north adjacent to the subject property since at least 1901. 

  A filling station was located west adjacent to the subject property from as least 1963 through 

1967 and in at least 1985 and 1986. 

  A north adjacent property, addressed at 93-02 Sutphin Bvld, was identified as a registered 

UST facility, RCRA generator (no violations listed), ERNS site (involving 2008 train 

derailment) and NY Spill site. Spill No. 0650386 involved soil and groundwater contamination 

due to tanks; groundwater was flowing to the southwest.  This spill is considered “active” by 

the NYSDEC. 
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  A west adjacent property, addressed as 93-50 Sutphin Blvd. was identified as a registered UST 

facility and US Historical Auto Station site. 

 

Based on the Phase I ESA and a meeting with the NYCMOER, a Phase II Short Form Work 

Plan was developed.  The Phase II Investigation is the subject of this report.  

2.3  Site Inspection 

On March 10, 2014, Victoria Whelan, Qualified Environmental Professional (QEP), of CA 

RICH inspected the Site.  The Inspection included the cellar of the existing building, exterior of 

the property, the vacant MTA lot and the interior of the office space.  There was no staining or 

chemicals observed at the time of the inspection.   

2.4  Areas of Concern 

Based on the Phase I Environmental Site Assessment performed on the Property in January 2013 

by Environmental Business Consultants, the property inspection, and the meeting conducted with 

OER, the following Areas of Concern (AOC’s) have been identified: 

1. The Site is identified as having an E designation (E-175) for HAZMAT, Noise, 

and Air.  The E designation requires an environmental review and issuance of a 

Notice to Proceed before the Property can be redeveloped. 

2. The northern portion of the subject property has been historical an MTA lot and 

abuts the Long Island Railroad Tracks.  This has been the case since at least 1901. 

The Phase 1 Report is presented in Appendix B.  
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3.0  PROJECT MANAGEMENT 

3.1  Project Organization 

The Qualified Environmental Profession (QEP) responsible for preparation of this RIR is 

Victoria Whelan, QEP # 02140003.  

3.2  Health and Safety  

All work described in this RIR was performed in full compliance with applicable laws and 

regulations, including Site and OSHA worker safety requirements and HAZWOPER 

requirements.   

3.3 Materials Management 

All materials encountered during the RI were managed in accordance with applicable laws 

and regulations.   
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4.0  REMEDIAL INVESTIGATION ACTIVITIES 

Sutphin Plaza Hotel, LLC performed the following scope of work: 

1. Conducted a Site inspection to identify AOCs and physical obstructions (i.e. 

structures, buildings, etc.); 

2. Installed eight soil borings across the entire project Site, and collected 15 soil samples 

for chemical analysis from the soil borings to evaluate soil quality; 

3. Installed three groundwater monitoring wells throughout the Site to establish 

groundwater flow and collected three groundwater samples for chemical analysis to 

evaluate groundwater quality;  

4. Installed four soil vapor probes around Site and collected four soil vapor samples for 

chemical analysis. 

4.1  Geophysical Investigation 

A Geophysical investigation was not conducted at this property prior to conducting the 

investigation.  The majority of the work was conducted in the basement of the existing building 

on lots, 42 and 43, making it difficult to complete a geophysical investigation due to 

interferences.  The one-call center was contacted to for mark-out along the perimeter of the 

property. 

A site mark-out was completed by the Long Island Railroad on lots: 48 and 52.  The mark-

out identified a series of electric conduits running east to west across both lots. 

4.2  Borings and Monitoring Wells 

Drilling and Soil Logging 

In March of 2014, eight strategically placed soil borings were installed utilizing multiple 

drilling methods including, slide hammer, hand auger, and a Geoprobe™ drilling system.  The 

soil borings were identified as SB-1 through SB-8.  Borings SB-1 through SB-6 were installed in 

the basement of the existing structure, SB-7 and SB-8 were installed on the Long Island Railroad 

site.    

Soil borings SB-1, SB-6 and SB-7 were advanced to groundwater.  Groundwater was 

encountered at approximately 16 feet below the basement slab or 21 feet below the sidewalk 
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elevation.  Soil borings SB-2, SB-3, SB-4, and SB-5 were advanced to five feet below the 

basement slab or 12 feet from sidewalk elevation.    One additional boring was installed to two 

feet for an additional surface sample at, SB-8.   

All soil borings locations were based on a meeting with OER in October 2012, and CA 

RICH’s approved March 2014 Phase II Work Plan.  During drilling, soil samples were 

continuously collected and examined for evidence of contamination with a photoionization 

detector (PID) and for evidence of chemical staining.  No PID readings were identified in any of 

the soil borings.  Additionally, no odors or soil discoloration was identified.   The soil was 

classified as a native tan/brown medium grain sand with well-rounded pebbles from the surface 

to groundwater.   

Boring logs were prepared by a Victoria Whelan and are attached in Appendix D. A map 

showing the location of soil borings and monitoring wells is shown in Figure 2.  

Groundwater Monitoring Well Construction 

On March 14 and 24, 2014, three, two-inch permanent groundwater monitoring wells (MW-1 

through MW-3) were installed utilizing a Geoprobe ™ drilling system (in the LIRR lot) and a 

combination of a hand auger and slide hammer (in the basement locations) to the shallow water 

table to determine the depth to groundwater as well as the quality of the uppermost groundwater 

presently occurring beneath the Site. The depth of the shallow groundwater ranged from 20 to 22 

feet below sidewalk grade. All monitoring well locations were in accordance with CA RICH’s 

approved March 2014 Phase II Work Plan.  Monitoring well MW-1 was installed to the south of 

the property in the basement along 94th Avenue.  Monitoring well MW-2 was installed in the 

center portion towards the west side of the Site.  MW-3 was installed on the northern portion of 

the property on the LIRR lot. 

Monitoring wells MW-1, MW-2, and MW-3 were installed through the shallow groundwater 

table into the uppermost zone of saturation.  The monitoring wells were installed to a depth of 

between 22 feet and 30 feet below grade.  During drilling, soil samples were continuously 

collected and examined for evidence of contamination with a PID and for evidence of chemical 

staining.  No PID readings were identified during monitoring well installation. Monitoring well 

construction consisted of 10-15 feet of two-inch diameter (schedule 40 PVC for MW-3 ad 

stainless steel for MA-1 and MW-2) well screen and approximately 10-15 feet of two-inch 

diameter schedule 40 PVC riser.  Each well was finished with a bentonite seal, and a watertight 
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j-plug. The wells were developed immediately following the installation of each well.  

Monitoring well locations are shown in Figure 2.  Monitoring well construction diagrams are 

presented in Appendix D. 

Survey 

The soil borings, monitoring wells, and soil vapor point locations were installed in 

accordance with the OER-approved Phase II Work Plan dated January 2014.  All sample 

locations were accurately measured in the field and noted on a scaled figure.   A survey of the 

sample location could not be conducted based on the locations in the basement and the MTA lot. 

Water Level Measurement 

The depth to water was measured in each well using a slope indicator. Water level data are 

included in Appendix E.  

4.3  Sample Collection and Chemical Analysis 

Sampling performed as part of the field investigation was conducted for all Areas of Concern  

and also considered other means for bias of sampling based on professional judgment, area 

history, discolored soil, stressed vegetation, drainage patterns, field instrument measurements, 

odor, or other field indicators. All media including soil, groundwater and soil vapor have been 

sampled and evaluated in the RIR. Discrete (grab) samples have been used for final delineation 

of the nature and extent of contamination and to determine the impact of contaminants on public 

health and the environment.  The sampling performed and presented in this RIR provides 

sufficient basis for evaluation of remedial action alternatives, establishment of a qualitative 

human health exposure assessment, and selection of a final remedy.   

Soil Sampling 

On March 10, 14, and 24, 2014, eight strategically placed soil borings were installed.  The 

soil borings were identified as SB-1 through SB-8.  Soil borings SB-1 and SB-6 were advanced 

to groundwater in the basement of the current building, SB-2, SB-3, SB-4 and SB-5 were 

advance below the basement slab to five feet (12 feet from grade).  SB-7 was advanced to 

groundwater from the sidewalk elevation on the LIRR lot.  For safety reasons, SB-8 was 

advanced to two feet in the LIRR lot for a shallow soil sample.  Two soil samples were obtained 

from each boring, a shallow soil sample and a deep soil sample, with the exception of SB-8.  Sb-

8 is located on the LIRR lot which is underlain by a series of utilities as such, a sample was 
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collected from 0-2 feet in accordance with the Phase II Work Plan comments. Samples were 

stored on ice pending shipment to American Analytical Laboratories of Farmingdale, New York.  

All samples were uniquely identified and all information associated with the samples were 

recorded utilizing standard chain-of-custody sampling protocols.   

 Data on soil sample collection for chemical analysis, including dates of collection and 

sample depths are reported in Tables 1 through 5. Figure 4 shows the location of samples 

collected in this investigation. Laboratories and analytical methods are summarized below. 

Groundwater Sampling 

On March 10 and 14, 2014, three groundwater monitoring wells (MW-1, MW-2 and MW-3) 

were installed utilizing a Geoprobe ™ drilling system, and a combination of hand auger and slide 

hammer to the shallow water table to determine the depth to groundwater as well as the quality 

of the uppermost groundwater presently occurring beneath the Site. The depth of the shallow 

groundwater ranged from 22 to 25 feet below grade. Monitoring wells were installed to a depth 

of 23 feet below grade (MW-1 and MW-2) and 35 feet (MW-3).   

On March 24, 2014, a groundwater sample was collected from each well utilizing low-flow 

sampling technology.  The sampling pump and slope were decontaminated before and in 

between each monitoring well collection using a detergent rinse followed by a tap water rinse to 

prevent cross-contamination between the monitoring wells.  All monitoring well samples were 

sampled in accordance with EPA’s Low-Flow (minimal drawdown) Groundwater Sampling 

Procedures. Groundwater parameters (e.g, turbidity, pH, temperature, conductivity, etc.) were 

obtained during sampling. Samples were stored on ice pending shipment to American Analytical 

Laboratories of Farmingdale, New York.  All samples were uniquely identified and all 

information associated with the samples were recorded utilizing standard chain-of-custody 

sampling protocols.  For QA/QC purposes one duplicate sample was also obtained.       

Groundwater sample collection data are reported in Tables 6 through 10. Sampling logs with 

information on purging and sampling of groundwater monitor wells are included in Appendix D. 

Figure 4 shows the location of groundwater sampling. Laboratories and analytical methods are 

shown below. 
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Soil Vapor Sampling 

On March 10, 2014, four soil vapor points (designated SV-1 through SV-4) were installed to 

five feet below the basement slab (12 feet below grade) using a hand auger and small drill. The 

soil vapor points were constructed of a stainless steel screen connected to stainless steel ¼-inch 

tubing.  The annular space around the screened zone was filled with clean No. 2 Morie sand.  

Prior to sampling, three volumes were purged from each soil vapor point.  An SKC Pocket 

Pump™, which includes both a flow meter and a flow totalizer, was used to assure that the purge 

rate did not exceed 0.2 liters per minute; and that the required volume was purged from the 

sample point. The points were completed with temporary caps and were removed after the 

testing was completed.  

 

On March 14, 2014, the soil vapor points were sampled in accordance with New York State 

Department of Health’s (NYSDOH) prevailing Guidance for Evaluating Soil Vapor Intrusion in 

the State of New York dated October 2006.  In addition, the soil vapor samples were chemically 

analyzed using the procedures and protocols described in the  Sample Preparation, and Analysis 

Requirements of EPA Compendium Method T0-15.  A three-way “T” connector valve assembly 

was connected to a vacuum pump and a pre-cleaned six-liter SUMMA® air sampling canister.  

Prior to collecting the soil vapor samples, the sample tubing was purged using a vacuum pump 

set at a rate of approximately 0.2 liters per minute.  A helium tracer gas was used to enrich the 

atmosphere around the sampling location.  The tracer gas verifies that interior ambient air is not 

inadvertently drawn down into the soil vapor sample.  Both the purge volume from the sampling 

tube and the helium-enriched air within the container was screened for the tracer gas using a 

Gowmac® Model 21-250 gas leak detector. 

 

Following the purging and tracer gas verification steps, the soil vapor samples were collected 

using the SUMMA® canister set to fill at a rate of not more than 0.2 liters per minute with an 

approximate fill time of 2-hours.  Samples were shipped to Accutest Laboratories of Dayton, 

New Jersey.  All samples were uniquely identified and all information associated with the 

samples were recorded utilizing standard chain-of-custody sampling protocols.  

  

Please note that one sample SV-2 was recollected on March 24, 2014 due to a laboratory 

error. Soil vapor sampling locations are shown in Figure 2. Soil vapor sample collection data are 
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reported in Table 11. Soil vapor sampling logs are included in Appendix D. Methodologies used 

for soil vapor assessment conform to the NYS DOH Final Guidance on Soil Vapor Intrusion, 

October 2006.

Results of Chemical Analyses 

Laboratory data for soil, groundwater and soil vapor are summarized in Table 1 through 11, 

respectively.  Data deliverables for all samples evaluated in this RIR are provided in digital form 

in Appendix E. 
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5.0  ENVIRONMENTAL EVALUATION 

5.1 Geological and Hydrogeological Conditions 

Based on the information obtained during the Phase II Investigation, the Site is underlain 

from the surface to groundwater with native tan/ brown medium grain sand with well-rounded 

pebbles to groundwater. The depth of the shallow groundwater ranged from 22 to 25 feet below 

grade.  

Stratigraphy 

The site is underlain by native tan/ brown medium grain sand with well-rounded pebbles and 

from the basement grade to groundwater in the area of the current building.  Two borings were 

conducted on the MTA lot and appeared to contain darker brown, medium sand with gravel from 

the sidewalk grade to about 7 feet, then from 7 feet to groundwater a native tan/brown medium 

sand with pebbles was encountered.  Bedrock was not encountered.   

 

 Hydrogeology 

The depth to groundwater ranged from 22 to 25 feet below surface grade.  The groundwater 

flow at the Site is assumed to be to the southeast.   Water level data for all monitor wells is 

included in Appendix E.  

5.2  Soil Chemistry 

The soil sampling results were compared to the New York State Department of 

Environmental Conservation (NYSDEC) Part 375 Soil Cleanup Objectives (SCOs) for 

Unrestricted and Restricted Residential Use. The soil borings were identified as SB-1 through 

SB-8.    

 

The results of the chemical analysis of soil from the four soil borings indicate the following: 

 

 VOCs - No VOCs were detected with the exception of Trace levels (less than 5 ppb) of 

acetone and methylene chloride.  These compounds were detected in the laboratory 

method blank.  

 

 SVOCs – SVOCs were not detected above Part 375 SCOs in the soil samples collected 

with the exception of SB-7 (0-2 feet) which had few SVOCs above the applicable 
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restricted residential SCOs.  Trace levels of SVOCs were detected at low estimated 

values in SB-2(0-2 feet), SB-2(4-5 feet), SB-3 (0-2 feet) and SB-6 (10 feet), SB-8(0-1 

feet).   

 
 Pesticides – There were no detections of pesticides above the Unrestricted Residential 

SCOs in any of the soil samples collected.  

 
 PCBs – There were no detections of PCBs above the Unrestricted Residential SCOs in 

any of the soil samples collected.  

 
 Metals – Metals were not detected above Part 375 Unrestricted Residential Use SCOs 

any of the soil samples collected with the expection of SB-7 (0-2 feet) which has Lead 

(512 ppm), Arsenic (13.6 ppm), Copper (84.2 ppm) and Mercury (.197 ppm) and Zinc 

(239 ppm) as well as,   SB-8 (0-1 feet) which identified Lead (77.8 ppm).   

 

There were no detections reported above Unrestricted Residential Use in any of the soil borings 

located within the current building foundation.  Detections above applicable standards are 

located in the shallow soils on the MTA lot (SB-7 and SB-8).   Data collected during the RI are 

sufficient to delineate the vertical and horizontal distribution of contaminants in soil at the Site. 

A summary of data for chemical analyses performed on soil samples is included in Tables 1 

through 5.  

5.3  Groundwater Chemistry 

The groundwater sample results were compared to NYSDEC Technical & Operational 

Guidance Series (TOGS) Ambient Water Quality Standards. 

 

The results of the chemical analysis of groundwater from the three monitoring wells indicate the 

following: 

 

 VOCs - VOCs were not detected above TOGS standard with the exception of Methylene 

Chloride (a known laboratory contaminant) in all three monitoring wells.   
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 SVOCs - SVOCs were not detected in MW-1 or MW-3. MW-2 did have one SVOC 

above the GWQs, Bis(2-ethylhexyl)phthalate (a known laboratory contaminant)  at 200 

ppb over the standard of 5 ppb. 

 
 Pesticides – Pesticides were not detected in MW-1 or MW-2 above TOGS standards.    

 
 PCBs – PCBs were not detected above applicable standards. 

 
 Metals – There were no detections in MW-1 above the GWQs.  MW-2 results indicated 

the following, Barium (1.18 ppm), and Manganese (.442 ppm) were above the GWQs.  

MW-3 results indicated that Sodium was detected at 32.0 ppm was above the GWQs. 

 

Data collected during the RI are sufficient to delineate the distribution of contaminants in 

groundwater at the Site. A summary of data for chemical analyses performed on groundwater 

samples is included in Tables 6 through 10.  Figure 5 shows the location and posts the values for 

groundwater that exceed the New York State 6NYCRR Part 703.5 TOGS groundwater standards. 

5.4  Soil Vapor Chemistry 

According to the NYSDOH Guidance, New York State does not have any standards, criteria 

or guidance.  Therefore, NYSDOH Matrices were developed for carbon tetrachloride, 1,1-

dichloroethylene, cis-1,2-dichloroethylene, 1,1,1-trichloroethane, trichloroethylene, and vinyl 

chloride.    

The results of the chemical analysis of the four soil vapor point samples indicate the 

following: 

 

 VOCs- VOCs were not detected above NYSDOH Matrices.  

 

Data collected during the RI are sufficient to delineate the distribution of contaminants in 

soil vapor at the Site. A summary table of data for chemical analyses performed on soil vapor 

samples is included in Table 11. Figure 2 shows the location for soil vapor samples.  

5.5  Prior Activity 

Based on an evaluation of the data and information from the RIR, disposal of significant 

amounts of hazardous waste is not suspected at this site. 
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5.6  Impediments to Remedial Action 

There are no known impediments to remedial action at this property.  Soil management 

practices will be implemented in the Remedial Action Work Plan (RAWP)

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1.0 EXECUTIVE SUMMARY 
 
1.1 REPORT FINDINGS 
  
The following details the environmental professional’s specific findings of LCS’ all appropriate inquiries of the 
above-referenced site in accordance with ASTM E1527-05.  It should be noted that this Phase I Environmental 
Assessment includes only a portion of what is required by the user to comply with all appropriate inquiries (See 
Appendix 10.13). This section is provided for convenience to the reader.  The reader is encouraged to read the 
entire report. 
 
It is LCS’ understanding that this all appropriate inquiries was requested by the user for the purpose of identifying 
recognized environmental conditions on-site prior to lending on the subject property as opposed to meet the all 
appropriate inquiries provisions necessary to qualify for landowner liability protections under CERCLA (See 
Appendix 10.13). 
 
1.1.1 Site Description 
 
The subject property is identified as a commercial property located at 93-41 through 93-51 Sutphin Boulevard and 
147-01 through 147-05 94th Avenue, New York City (Queens Borough), New York.  The subject property tax map 
shows the subject property to measure approximately 0.21 acres.  Refer to the Section 10.2 SITEMAPS.  The 
subject property is developed with one single-story, 5,597 square foot structure that was constructed circa 1942.  
The subject structure is currently utilized by Greater Jamaica Development Corporation as offices and storage.   
Exterior portions of the property included concrete sidewalks.  
 
1.1.2 Site Reconnaissance  
 
The subject property is located in a highly developed commercial and industrial area.  Public utility companies 
provide the following services to the subject property: electric; natural gas; water; and sanitary sewer.  
 
The following conditions indicative of releases or threatened releases of hazardous substances on, at, in, or to the 
subject property were identified: 
 

• Railroad tracks are located north adjacent to the subject property and the east adjacent site was noted to 
be industrial.  
 

1.1.3 Site History  
 
The historical use of the subject property has been researched through review of historic maps, historic aerial 
photographs, municipal records, city directories, and/or other reasonably obtainable documents.  In general, the 
historical site uses were determined to be as follows.

1.1.3 Site History (continued):  
 
The following conditions indicative of releases or threatened releases of hazardous substances on, at, in, or to the 
subject property were identified based on LCS’ historical research:   
 

• According to municipal records, the subject property is an E-Designated site (E-175).  
• Railroad tracks have been located north adjacent to the subject property since at least 1901. 
• A filling station was located west adjacent to the subject property from at least 1963 through 1967 and in 

at least 1985 and 1986.   

1.1.4 Regulatory Information  

 
A review of regulatory database information and any additional regulatory information reviewed by LCS identified 
the following conditions indicative of releases or threatened releases of hazardous substances on, at, in, or to the 
subject property:

• A north adjacent property, addressed at 93-02 Sutphin Boulevard, was identified as a registered UST 
facility, RCRA Generator (no violations listed), ERNS site (involving 2008 train derailment; the nature and 
details of this listing do not suggest a significant concern) and NY Spill site.  Spill No. 0650386 involved 
soil and groundwater contamination due to tanks; groundwater was flowing to the southwest. This spill is 
considered “active” by the NYSDEC.  

• A suspected west adjacent property, addressed at 93-50 Sutphin Boulevard, was identified as a former 
RCRA Generator (no violations listed), registered UST facility, US Historic Auto Station and LTANK spill 
site.

The reason for this listing is unknown.  
As the listing mentions a gasoline 
UST, this may pose a concern.

Specifically, a building 
permit would not be provided unless 
and until the NYCDEP is satisfied with 
the study and remedial work completed 
on-site.  In LCS’ experience, that 
agency may be stricter than the 
NYSDEC on such matters.   

Additional adjacent properties of 
potential environmental concern 
including a north adjacent “active” 
spill.  

There is the potential for impact to the 
subject property due to such 
use/listings.  Records indicated that 
groundwater impact at the “active” 
spill site was flowing to the 
southwest.

Based on LCS’ limited observations, as suspected 
asbestos-containing materials (ACMs) were not friable or greatly damaged, the materials can remain in-
place.  However, should significant renovations or demolition be anticipated, state and federal regulations 
require an asbestos survey and proper handling and disposal of ACMs.  If such renovations or demolition 
is anticipated, costs for addressing ACMs should be provided in any project estimates.   

 
• A full lead-based paint inspection was not completed.  Based on LCS’ limited observations, suspect lead-

based paint surfaces were not considered to be peeling or chipping at the time of the site investigation.  
However, caution is recommended if renovations and/or remodeling of this facility are to take place.  
Although the on-site operations are not residential in nature, worker safety should be considered during 
any future site renovations or demolition. 

 
• A cursory visual assessment for suspect mold was undertaken as a part of this environmental site 

assessment.  A full mold inspection was not requested nor completed as part of this assessment.  Based 
on LCS’ limited observations, there was no visible evidence of mold and mold related odors at the time of 
the site inspection.  It should be noted that molds can grow in hidden areas not observed during LCS’ site 
reconnaissance.  Of particular concern would be areas that experience water damage and areas of high 
humidity.  Caution should be taken following any future water releases within the subject structure.  Such 
water releases should be addressed immediately to help prevent the formation of the mold spores.  Visual 
evidence of mold should be addressed immediately.  It is recommended that professional remediation 
contractors be hired to properly address such issues.   

 
CONCLUSIONS 
 
We have performed a Phase I Environmental Site Assessment in conformance with the scope and limitations of 
ASTM Practice E 1527 of 93-41 through 93-51 Sutphin Boulevard & 147-01 through 147-05 94th Avenue, New 
York City (Queens Borough), New York, the subject property.  Any exceptions to, or deletions from, this practice 
are described in Section 1.3 of this report. This assessment has revealed no evidence of recognized 
environmental conditions in connection with the property except for the following: 
 

• On-site E-Designation 
• Adjacent sites of potential concern including adjacent “active” NYSDEC listed spill site

2.0 PURPOSE  
 
The primary purpose of this study was to document the inquiry of the environmental professional for all 
appropriate inquiries for the subject property.  The scope is intended to identify conditions indicative of releases or 
threatened releases of hazardous substances on, at, in, or to the subject property.  LCS understands that the 
report is not intended for CERCLA protection for land owners.  
 
 
3.0 SCOPE OF WORK 
 
This Environmental Assessment report has been prepared in accordance with “Standard Practice for 
Environmental Site Assessments: Phase I Environmental Site Assessment Process,” ASTM E 1527-05.  This 
standard was devised to address the site assessment portion for Innocent Landowners, Standards for Conducting 
All Appropriate Inquiries (40 CFR 312).  The scope of work is intended to identify conditions indicative of releases 
or threatened releases of hazardous substances on, at, in, or to the subject property, via the following task. 
 
A) Review of information provided by the person seeking liability protection relative to: environmental cleanup 
liens; specialized knowledge or experience regarding the subject property; relationship of the purchase price to 
the fair market value of the property, if the property were not contaminated; and, commonly known or reasonably 
available information about the subject property. 
  
B) Interviews with past and present owners, operators and occupants.  
  
C) Review of historical sources of information documenting the subject property’s first use. 
 
D) Review of Federal, State, tribal and local government records, as defined in 40 CFR 312.26.  
  
E) A visual inspection of the subject property and adjoining properties (to the extent possible). 
 
F) Preparation of this written report on all appropriate inquiries. 
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4.0 SUBJECT PROPERTY/VICINITY DESCRIPTION 
  
4.1 SITE RECONNAISSANCE   
  
A visual site review of the subject property was completed to document site conditions and to identify recognized 
environmental conditions.  The site reconnaissance included a walkthrough of all units/spaces on-site, including 
interior and exterior areas with the exception of the roof of the subject structure as it was not readily accessible.    
Limitations also included stored materials and construction debris on-site at the time of the site inspection.      

 
The following summarizes LCS’ observations. 
 
Current Owner/Operator Interviews 
 
The owner of the subject property had been identified as Sutphin Airtrain Realty, LLC.  No Key Site Manager was 
identified for the subject property. 
 
LCS was accompanied by Ms. Columbus (associated with the subject property since approximately 2010) at the 
time of the site inspection, who provided access and background information about the subject property.  Such 
information has been incorporated herein and is included in the LCS Owner/Operator Questionnaire.

During the LCS site inspection, there was no indication of any on-site USTs or ASTs for the containment of 
petroleum products (e.g., fill ports, vent pipes, accessways, etc.).  
 
Hazardous or Regulated Materials 
 
The only hazardous and/or regulated materials stored or utilized on the subject property are associated with 
sanitary cleaning and/or maintenance practices. These materials were noted properly stored within one-gallon 
and smaller containers.  There was no evidence of any releases (staining, odors, etc.) in the area of these 
materials at the time of the site inspection.   
 
There were no visible signs of unidentified substance containers (unlabeled drums, etc.) noted at the time of the 
site inspection.   
 
Solid, Hazardous or Regulated Waste 
 
Operations on the subject property produce wastes associated with construction operations.  Construction debris 
was noted throughout the subject structure.  
 
Currently, there is no hazardous or regulated waste generated on-site.   
 
Staining, Corrosion, Stressed Vegetation and/or Dead Vegetation 
 
During the LCS site reconnaissance, there were no stained soils, stained pavement, stressed vegetation or 
corroded surfaces noted on-site.   

Fill Dirt or Land Disposal 

 
During the LCS site reconnaissance, there was no evidence of placement of fill dirt or land disposal activities 
currently or previously conducted on-site.  
 
Wastewaters 
 
The municipal sanitary sewer services the subject property; however, the exact date of connection is unknown.  
Operations on the subject property are not believed to produce wastewaters that require treatment or monitoring.     
 
At the time of the site inspection, neither floor drains nor storm drains were noted.   
 
There was no evidence of a current or historic private septic system or cesspool on the subject property.  
Additionally, there was no evidence of any pits, ponds or lagoons used in connection with waste treatment or 
waste disposal. 
  
Potable Water Supply/Wells 
 
The subject property is served by a municipal water supply system.  There was no evidence of an active or 
abandoned supply well, drywell, monitoring well or irrigation well on-site.   
 
Air Emissions 
 
There were no process exhaust systems noted on-site at the time of the LCS site investigation.

Suspect ACMs 

 
A cursory visual assessment for ACMs was undertaken as a part of this environmental site assessment.  At the 
time of the cursory inspection, there were suspect ACMs located within the subject structure.  Asbestos may be 
present in the following partial list of suspect materials:  

*It should be noted that a cursory visual assessment was conducted by LCS; the observations listed above are based on the 
limited areas observed during the LCS site reconnaissance, additional suspect materials may be present on-site.   
 
Caution is recommended if renovation and/or remodeling of this facility are to take place.  Prior to renovation, 
remodeling or demolition of this facility, a detailed asbestos inspection and sampling protocol is recommended.  
All federal, state and local government rules, laws and regulations must be followed.  
 
Suspect Lead Based Paint  
 
The Consumer Product Safety Commission banned the manufacture of lead-based paints for residential and 
commercial application in 1978; Federal regulations enforced this ban in 1993.  Structures completed prior to 
1978 may contain lead-based paints. The possibility exists for the presence of lead-based paints in the existing 
structure.  
 
The painted surfaces observed by LCS were in good condition with no significant peeling or chipping paint.  If the 
painted surface(s) peel, chip and/or is intended to be removed, safety precautions should be taken to prevent 
inhalation or digestion.  This cursory lead-based paint review did not include identification of suspect lead-based 
paint dust associated with windows, doors, etc. 
 
Lead in Drinking Water 
 
The subject property is supplied with municipal water through the City of New York.  Municipal water supplies are 
regulated under the USEPA to follow drinking water standards.  The USEPA action level applicable to municipal 
potable water supplies and distribution systems is 0.015 mg/L.  Although the municipal water supplies are below 
the USEPA standard, elevated lead levels are commonly a result of the piping systems.  Both lead pipes and lead 
solder account for this elevation in lead within the municipal supplies.  No on-site water samples were collected 
and analyzed for the presence of lead; no testing is recommended at this time. 
 
It should be noted that at the time of the site inspection, lead pipes were not noted within the subject structure.  
Such are possible due to the age of the subject structure.

Mold can germinate and colonize when a food source (i.e., drywall, wood, insulation, paper), a certain 
temperature and moisture are present.  The speed of the growth all depends on the combination of these 
conditions; roof leaks often lead to accelerated mold growth.  The musty odor commonly present with mold is 
associated with the mVOCs produced by molds.  Some, but not all, molds produce a Mycotoxin that is considered 
a poison and may have negative health effects on humans.   
 
At the time of the site inspection, there were no suspect mold covered areas or mold-related odors noted within 
the subject structure.  This does not preclude the presence of molds in hidden areas (behind walls, moldings, etc.) 
or the potential for future mold growth.

At the time of the site inspection, there was no evidence of any other issues of concern associated with the 
subject property.

Historical aerial photographs serve to reveal former topography, buildings, structures, and man made works such 
as canals, lagoons, and railroads that may have been altered or may no longer be in existence.

The property is classified as an E-Designated site (E-175).  According to these records, the subject property has 
been utilized as a store and taxi dispatcher office in at least 2010.  There was no indication of historic heating 
systems or previous site development. 

 
The Abstract of Title Search for the subject property was not available for review.

6.0 PHYSICAL AND HYDROGEOLOGIC SETTING 
  
The subject property is included on the Jamaica Quadrangle Topographic Map dated 1994.  Regional 
groundwater would appear to flow in a westerly direction based on a review of geological/soils and USGS 
quadrangle maps. 
 
6.1 GEOLOGY  
 
Geologic mapping of the area reveals the underlying bedrock as belonging to the Monmouth, Matawan and 
Magothy Groups, primarily silty clay, glauconitic sandy clay, sand and gravel. Thickness ranges from zero to 600 
meters.  
 
Mapping indicates the surficial geology of the area to consist primarily of outwash sand and gravel.  This layer is 
described as well rounded and stratified course to fine gravel with sand, proglacial fluvial deposition, generally 
finer texture away from ice border. Deposition may be calcerated beyond Wisconsonian glacial limit.  The 
thickness of the deposition is variable from 2 to 20 meters. 
 
6.2 HYDROLOGY 
  
The subject property does not have any open water bodies or surficial water bodies located on-site.  Surface 
drainage appears to flow in a direction toward the lowest elevated points on-site and/or toward the closest storm 
drains on-site.  Localized groundwater flow would be influenced by utilities, subsurface structures, etc.  A site-
specific hydrogeologic study would be required to confirm specific on-site groundwater flow direction.

Regulatory information involving the subject property was obtained through a commercial database search 
company, interviews with local municipalities and/or other knowledgeable persons, FOIA requests, and user-
supplied information.

• A suspected west adjacent property, listed as Tri-Bro Auto Service, Inc., addressed at 93-50 Sutphin 

Boulevard, was identified in the following databases: 
o NYSDEC listed LTANKS site.  Spill No. 9907900 involved soil contamination due to tanks and is 

considered “inactive” by the NYSDEC.  [A status of “inactive” indicates the contamination may 
remain but no further remediation is required.] 

o UST/Historic UST facility 
o RCRA former Generator of hazardous waste (no violations reported), in the FINDS database (due 

to this RCRA listing), in the ICIS database, and in the NY Manifest database.   
o EDR listed US Historic Auto Station, identified as Tri Bro Auto Service, Inc. in 1999 and 2000. 

• A south adjacent property, listed as Warehouse and addressed at 94-01 Sutphin Boulevard, was 
identified as a registered AST facility.   

• A west adjacent property, listed as Air Tran-Parking Lot, addressed at 144-27 94th Avenue, was identified 
as a registered AST facility. 

• A suspected southwest adjacent property, listed as Johnson Avenue Yard and addressed at 94th Street 
and Sutphin Boulevard, was identified as a NYSDEC listed Spills/Historic Spills site. Spill No. 0107538 
involved the release of 50 gallons of hydraulic oil due to a hydraulic hose failure; this spill is considered 
“inactive” by the NYSDEC.   

 
OTHER LISTINGS:  
 
The following sites were also identified in the EDR report: 
 
According to the EDR report, there are two NYSDEC listed hazardous waste sites (equivalent to NPL sites) 
located within a one-mile radius of the subject property.  The closest such site, listed as K - Jamaica Gas and 
Light MGP and addressed at Beaver Road and 158th Street, is located over one-quarter mile from the subject 
property. This site is contaminated by volatile organic compounds and polycyclic aromatic hydrocarbons.  This 
information is not considered a recognized environmental condition at the subject property based on the listed 
sites due to the distance to the subject property.  
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7.1 DATABASE (continued):  
   
There are 12 NYSDEC listed solid waste facilities and four recycling facilities located within a one-half mile radius 
of the subject property. The closest such site, listed as A1 Auto Parts and addressed at 97-15 Sutphin Boulevard, 
is located over one-eighth mile from the subject property and is listed as a vehicle dismantling facility.  This 
information is not a recognized environmental condition at the subject property based on the listed sites due to the 
lack of reasonably ascertainable or practically reviewable records indicating a significant release at the listed 
facilities and/or the distance to the subject property. 
 
In addition to the sites listed above, there are 32 NYSDEC listed spill sites attributed to LTANKs and 137 
additional spill sites located within a one-half mile radius of the subject property.  [It should be noted that EDR 
also includes some of these spills in historic LTANK and historic NY Spills databases.]  Of these 169 spill sites, 
two sites are still considered “active” by the NYSDEC, while the remaining sites are classified as either “inactive” 
or “closed.”  [A status of “closed” indicates the spill was remediated and the NYSDEC file closed with no further 
remediation required.  A status of “inactive” indicates the contamination may remain but no further remediation is 
required.  A status of “active” indicates further remediation or investigation is necessary.]  The closest “active” 
site, listed as Jamaica S/S. Phase C Pithead Flange and addressed at 137-30 91 Avenue Substation, is located 
over one-quarter mile from the subject property and involved the release of dieletric fluid.  Based on this limited 
information, this spill is not likely to pose a significant concern to the subject property.  In addition, LCS’ 
experience suggests the property owner would not be liable for on-site contamination that resulted from such an 
off-site release.   This information is not a potential environmental condition at the subject property based on the 
listed spill sites due to the “closed” or “inactive” status of many of the listed spills and/or the distance to the 
subject property.   
 
There is one Manufactured Gas Plant located within a one-mile radius of the subject property.  This site, listed as 
Jamaica Gas and Light and addressed at Beaver Road and 158th Street, is located over one-quarter mile from the 
subject property. This information is not considered a recognized environmental condition at the subject property 
based on the listed site due to the distance to the subject property.  
 
The discussion included above regarding adjacent and/or nearby properties is based on information supplied to 
LCS as well as LCS’ observations of nearby properties at the time of the site reconnaissance.  It should be noted 
that any property can be affected by various sources of point and non-point source pollution.  The number of 
reported spills and complaints in the vicinity of the subject property may be an indicator of point source pollution in 
the area of the subject property.  Non-point sources are common in rural areas (e.g., runoff from agricultural 
fields).  Further study would be required to positively confirm whether the subject property has been impacted by 
nearby properties.  Refer to Section 10.6 REGULATORY INFORMATION.  
 
 
7.2 ENFORCEMENT ACTIONS/PERMITTED ACTIVITIES/INSTITUTIONAL CONTROLS 
  
According to obtainable information to date, the subject property appears to be an E-Designation site. This 
designation is described as being associated with a gasoline UST testing protocol, air quality (HVAC fuel limited 
to natural gas) and window and wall attenuation and alternate ventilation.   
 
According to obtainable information to date, the subject property may to be subject to building or site 
redevelopment restrictions due to this E-Designation.  
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7.3 INTERVIEWS/USER PROVIDED INFORMATION 
 
Local Regulators 
As required by that agency, FOIA requests were forwarded to the NYCDEP and NYCDOH on January 9, 2013.  
As of the date on this report, LCS has not received a response.  Any response information that would alter or 
affect the findings and conclusions of this report will be forwarded as an addendum to this report when it is 
received by LCS. 
 
State Regulators 
To augment the information provided by EDR, a FOIA request was forwarded to the NYSDEC for information 
concerning the subject property.  To date, a complete response has not been received by this agency.  
 
User  
LCS was informed that Greater Jamaica Development Corporation maintains no specialized knowledge of 
environmental concerns at the subject property.  As such, Greater Jamaica Development Corporation could not 
provide useful answers to the ASTM 1527-05 Phase I Environmental Site Assessment User Questionnaire.  [As 
required under 40 CFR 312, only those seeking liability protection under CERCLA must provide the environmental 
professional certain information and documentation.]  
 
Current Owner/Operators 
LCS also requested information from the current property owner and site contact relative to pending, threatened 
or past litigation, administrative proceedings or any notices from any governmental entity regarding any possible 
violation of environmental laws or possible liability relating to hazardous substances or petroleum products.  No 
concerns were identified. 
 
Former Owner/Operators 
As required by 40 CFR 312.23, LCS has attempted to contact and interview the former owners and/or operators 
of the subject property to discuss historic use and storage of hazardous substances.  To-date, LCS has been 
unable to interview any relevant previous owners or operators.  
 
 
7.4 SUMMARY OF REGULATORY AND USER PROVIDED INFORMATION 
 
The following conditions indicative of releases or threatened releases of hazardous substances on, at, in, or to the 
subject property were identified based on LCS’ review of regulatory information:   
 

• According to the EDR report, the subject property was identified as an E-Designation site.  This 
designation is described as being associated with a gasoline UST testing protocol, air quality (HVAC fuel 
limited to natural gas) and window and wall attenuation and alternate ventilation.   

• A north adjacent property, addressed at 93-02 Sutphin Boulevard, was identified as a registered UST 
facility, RCRA Generator (no violations listed), ERNS site (involving 2008 train derailment) and NY Spill 
site.  Spill No. 0650386 involved soil and groundwater contamination due to tanks; groundwater was 
flowing to the southwest. This spill is considered “active” by the NYSDEC.  

• A suspected west adjacent property, addressed at 93-50 Sutphin Boulevard, was identified as a former 
RCRA Generator (no violations listed), registered UST facility, US Historic Auto Station and LTANK spill 
site.  Spill No. 9907900 involved soil contamination due to tanks and is considered “inactive” by the 
NYSDEC.

Spill No. 0107538 
involved the release of 50 gallons of hydraulic oil due to a hydraulic hose failure; this spill is considered 
“inactive” by the NYSDEC.    

 
 
8.0 RADON 
 
Radon is a radioactive gas that occurs naturally from the breakdown of uranium in rock. Radon can be found in 
high concentrations in soils and rock containing uranium, shale, granite, phosphate and pitchblende.  Radon may 
also be found in soils contaminated with certain types of industrial wastes such as the byproducts from uranium or 
phosphate mining. Radon gas can move through small fractures in soil and rock and can seep into a structure 
through dirt floors, cracks in the floors and walls, drains, sumps pipes and pores.  Radon has been associated 
with increased risks of developing lung cancer.  
 
The subject building is constructed with a full basement.  The USEPA reports that the average indoor radon 
concentration is estimated to be about 1.3 pCi/L and about 0.4 pCi/L of radon is normally found in the outside air.  
The NYSDOH Radon Detector Distribution Program report for October 2011 suggests an average basement 
radon reading of 1.25 pCi/L for Queens Borough.  The NYSDOH recommends taking measures to reduce 
basement radon concentration to below 4.0 pCi/L.  Based on the low average radon concentration for the area of 
the subject property, radon does not appear to pose a concern to the subject property. 
 
 
9.0 WETLANDS 
 
Due to the highly developed area in that the subject property is located, the lack of any surficial water bodies on-
site, and the lack of any surficial soils, no delineated wetlands are suspected on-site or in the immediate area of 
the subject property.

Introduction 

This Phase  II  Investigation Work Plan has been developed for the above referenced site.   The site  is  located 
within Downtown  Jamaica Queens.   The  following work scope has been developed, as per OER meeting on 
October 3, 2013 and in response to the proposed development project. 

Site Location, Current Use, and Proposed Development Plan 

The Site is located in Downtown Jamaica  Queens and is identified as Block 9998 and Lot(s) 42, 43, 47, 48 and 
portions of 52.   Currently,  the  Site  is used as a marketing  center and  contains a one  story building with a 
basement on Lots 42, 43, and 47 with MTA storage on Lots 48 and 52.  The development project consists of a 
new mixed  use  hotel  including  8,500  square  feet  of  retail,  102,000  square  feet  of  hotel  space,  and  8,000 
square feet of underground parking.  The subgrade plan will potentially incorporate two levels beneath grade 
which  will  include  an  underground  parking  lot  and  commercial  space.    The  water  table  is  expected  at 
approximately twenty feet below grade surface (bgs).  Draft future schematics are enclosed. 

Phase I ESA Summary 

Phase  I  ESA  was  performed  on  the  Property  in  January  2013  by  LCS  Inc.    The  following  recognized 
environmental conditions (RECs) were identified: 

 According  to  the  EDR  report,  the  subject  property  was  identified  as  an  E‐Designation  site.    This 
designation  is described as being associated with a gasoline UST  testing protocol, air quality  (HVAC 
Fuel limited to natural gas) and window and wall attenuation and alternative ventilation. 

 Railroad tracks have been located north adjacent to the subject property since at least 1901. 

 A filling station was  located west adjacent to the subject property from as  least 1963 through 1967 
and in at least 1985 and 1986. 

 A north adjacent property, addressed at 93‐02 Sutphin Bvld, was identified as a registered UST facility, 
RCRA generator  (no violations  listed), ERNS  site  (involving 2008  train derailment) and NY Spill  site. 
Spill  No.  0650386  involved  soil  and  groundwater  contamination  due  to  tanks;  groundwater  was 
flowing to the southwest.  This spill is considered “active” by the NYSDEC. 

 A suspected west adjacent property, addressed as 93‐50 Sutphin Blvd. was  identified as a registered 
UST facility and US historical Auto Station site. 

The Phase I ESA is included in Attachment A.   

Phase II Investigation Work Scope 

Geophysical Survey  

A geophysical survey will be performed in the areas of the proposed boring locations on lots 48 and 52, as well 
as along the side walks to identify utilizes.      

Soil, Groundwater and Soil Vapor Summary 

An  investigation of soil, soil vapor and groundwater  is being performed to properly characterize  the site  for 
potential environmental  impacts  from historic on‐site/off‐site uses, operations, etc.   The proposed sampling 
event will address both RECs and historic fill, as well as to provide general horizontal/vertical characterization 
across the site for development purposes.  The sampling procedures of this investigation will be performed in 
accordance with the NYSDEC Technical Guidance for Site Investigation and Remediation DER‐10.  



Seven  test  borings  will  be  completed  at  the  site.    Please  see  attached  site  plan  depicting  sample  point 
locations, where soil, groundwater, and soil vapor samples will be collected.  At a minimum, a total of fourteen 
soil samples will be collected from the seven test borings.  A minimum of three groundwater samples will be 
collected.   A  total of  four soil vapor samples will be collected. The depth of groundwater  is expected  to be 
encountered  at  approximately  twenty  feet  bgs  and  general  groundwater  flow  direction  is  expected  to  be 
southwest.  Each sample point location at the site will be accurately measured to fixed benchmarks (i.e., select 
properly lines, adjacent structures, etc.). 

Soil Sampling 

A geologist/engineer/QEP will screen the soil samples during borehole advancement for organic vapors with a 
photo‐ionization detector (PID) and evaluate for visual and olfactory impacts prior to collecting environmental 
samples.  All field work will be recorded in a field log.  Both a Geoprobe and a Remote Access Drill Rig/drilling 
equipment will be used and if necessary, more advanced drilling technology will be used to complete the site 
investigation.  At a minimum, two soil samples will be collected from each test boring (for a total of fourteen 
soil samples)  for  laboratory analysis.     One surface soil sample  (from the 0‐2  feet bgs  interval on  lot 48 and 
under the current building this sample will be 0‐2 feet below basement grade which  is approximately 6 feet 
from  the  sidewalk) will  be  collected  from  each  boring.   A  second  subsurface  soil  sample will  be  collected 
between four to six feet beneath the basement  in five of the soil borings.   Additionally  in two of the borings 
the second soil sample will be collected at or near the groundwater interface.  Discrete (grab) samples will be 
taken from the aforementioned sampling intervals.  The subsurface soil samples may also serve as in‐situ post‐
excavation soil samples for the remedial plan.  A third soil sample may be collected from each or several test 
boring(s)  if  1)  elevated  PID  readings  and/or  visual  and  olfactory  observations  are  noted  during  borehole 
advancement  and/or  2)  field  observations  identify  an  upper  fill  layer  underlain  by  native material.    The 
additional  soil  sample  from  the upper  zone of  the native  layer will help delineate  the vertical migration of 
impacts  (if  any),  as well  as  determine  a more  detailed  remedy  and  potentially  provide  a  cost  savings  for 
disposal options. 

Monitoring Well Installation and Groundwater Sampling 

Three 2 inch‐diameter temporary groundwater monitoring wells will be installed. Representative groundwater 
samples will be collected using low‐flow sampling techniques.  Properly sized screen and silica sand pack will 
be used for noted site conditions.  A representative groundwater sample will be collected from each well with 
a peristaltic pump and dedicated tubing.  Sampling will be conducted in accordance with NYSDEC Draft DER‐10 
Technical Guidance  for  Site  Investigation  and Remediation, dated May  2010,  and  Sampling Guidelines  and 
Protocols, dated March 1991.  Groundwater wells will be gauged with a water level meter to record a depth to 
groundwater reading (1/100 foot), and if necessary, an interface meter to determine the thickness of LNAPL or 
DNAPL.   

Soil Vapor Sampling 

Samples will be collected in accordance with the Final Guidance for Evaluating Soil Vapor Intrusion in the State 
of New York (NYSDOH October 2006).   Conditions  in the field may require adjustment of sampling  locations.  
Groundwater is expected to be encountered at a depth of twenty feet. 

Four soil vapor samples will be collected. Soil vapor implants will be set at a depth of approximately five feet 
below the existing slab.  The vapor implants will be installed using a Geoprobe.  The Geoprobe will advance to 
the  desired  depth,  once  the  desired  depth  is  achieved,  the  soil  vapor  point  will  be  passed  through  the 
Geoprobe rods and set.  Sampling will occur for the duration of two hours. 



Samples  will  be  collected  in  appropriate  sized  Summa  canisters  that  have  been  certified  clean  by  the 
laboratory  and  samples will  be  analyzed  by  using USEPA Method  TO‐15.    Flow  rate  for  both  purging  and 
sampling will not exceed 0.2  L/min.   24‐hours  following  soil vapor probe  installation, one  to  three  implant 
volumes shall be purged prior to the collection of any soil‐gas samples.  A sample log sheet will be maintained 
summarizing sample  identification, date and time of sample collection, sampling depth,  identity of samplers, 
sampling methods  and  devices,  soil  vapor  purge  volumes,  volume  of  the  soil  vapor  extracted,  vacuum  of 
canisters before and after  the  samples are collected, apparent moisture content of  the  sampling  zone, and 
chain of custody protocols. 

As part of the vapor  intrusion evaluation, a tracer gas will be used  in accordance with NYSDOH protocols to 
serve as a quality assurance/quality control (QA/QC) device to verify the integrity of the soil vapor probe seal.  
A container (box, plastic pail, etc.) will serve to keep the tracer gas in contact with the probe during testing.  A 
portable monitoring device will be used to analyze a sample of soil vapor for the tracer gas prior to sampling. If 
the tracer sample results show a significant presence of the tracer, the probe seals will be adjusted to prevent 
infiltration.   At the conclusion of the sampling round, tracer monitoring will be performed a second time to 
confirm the integrity of the probe seals. 

Sample Analysis 

Soil,  groundwater,  and  soil  vapor  samples  will  be  submitted  to  a  NYSDOH  Environmental  Laboratory 
Accreditation Program (ELAP)‐certified laboratory for Full analysis: 

• Volatile Organic Compounds by EPA Method 8260; 
• Semi‐volatile organic compounds by EPA Method 8270; 
• Pesticides/PCBs by EPA Method 8081/8082; and 
• Target Analyte List metals by EPA Method 6010 and 7471; 
• Soil vapor samples will be analyzed for VOCs by using USEPA Method TO‐15. 

All groundwater samples will be analyzed for both filtered (dissolved) and unfiltered (total) metals.   

If either  LNAPL and/or DNAPL are detected, appropriate  samples will be  collected  for  characterization and 
“finger print analysis” and required regulatory reporting (i.e. NYSDEC spills hotline) will be performed. 

Quality Assurance/Quality Control Procedures 

QA/QC  procedures  will  be  used  to  provide  performance  information  with  regard  to  accuracy,  precision, 
sensitivity, representation, completeness, and comparability associated with the sampling and analysis for this 
investigation.  Field QA/QC procedures will be used (1) to document that samples are representative of actual 
conditions  at  the  Site  and  (2)  identify  possible  cross‐contamination  from  field  activities  or  sample  transit.  
Laboratory QA/QC procedures and analyses will be used to demonstrate whether analytical results have been 
biased  either  by  interfering  compounds  in  the  sample matrix,  or  by  laboratory  techniques  that may  have 
introduced  systematic  or  random  errors  to  the  analytical  process.   QA/QC  samples  (field  and  trip  blanks, 
duplicates, etc.) will be collected and analyzed at an ELAP‐certified laboratory. 

Investigation Derived Waste 

Cuttings may be disposed  at  the  site within  the borehole  that  generated  them  to within  24  inches of  the 
surface unless: 

•  Free product or grossly contaminated soil, are present in the cuttings; 
•  The borehole has penetrated an aquitard, aquiclude or other confining  layer; or extends significantly 

into bedrock; 



•  Backfilling  the  borehole  with  cuttings  will  create  a  significant  path  for  vertical  movement  of 
contaminants. Soil additives (bentonite) may be added to the cuttings to reduce permeability; 

•  The soil cannot fit into the borehole. 
 
Those soil cuttings needing to be managed on‐site will be containerized in properly labeled DOT approved 55‐
gallon  drums  for  future  off‐site  disposal  at  a  permitted  facility.    All  boreholes which  require  drill  cuttings 
disposal would ultimately be filled with bentonite chips (hydrated) and asphalt/concrete capping.  Disposable 
sampling  equipment  including,  spoons,  gloves,  bags,  paper  towels,  etc.  that  came  in  contact  with 
environmental media will be double bagged and disposed as municipal  trash  in a  facility  trash dumpster as 
non‐hazardous trash. 

Reporting 

A Phase II Investigation Report (template version) will be prepared following completion of the field activities 
and receipt of the  laboratory data.   The report will provide detailed summaries of the  investigative findings.  
Soil,  groundwater  and  soil  vapor  analytical  results  will  be  compared  to  the  NYSDEC  Part  375‐6.8(a) 
Unrestricted Used Soil Cleanup Objectives, appropriate Part 375‐6.8(b) Restricted Soil Cleanup Objectives and 
NYSDEC  Part  703  Groundwater  Quality  Standards  (GQS)  (class  GA)  or  Division  of  Water  Technical  and 
Operational Guidance Series  (TOGS) 1.1.1 Ambient Water Quality Standards  (AWQS), and NYSDOH October 
2006 Final Guidance for Evaluating Soil Vapor Intrusion Matrices.  The report will include an updated sampling 
plan, spider diagrams, analytical data tables for all reported constituent compounds (including non‐detectable 
concentrations) and remedial recommendations, as warranted. 

Investigation HASP 

An  OSHA  compliant  Health  and  Safety  Plan  that  meets  all  OSHA  HAZWOPER  requirements  will  be 
implemented  during  the  site work  to  protect worker  safety.    The  Site  Safety  Coordinator will  ensure  full 
compliance  of  the  HASP  in  accordance  with  applicable  health  and  safety  laws  and  regulations.    All  field 
personnel  involved  in  investigation activities will participate  in training required under OSHA HAZWOPER 29 
CFR  1910.120,  including  40‐hour  hazardous waste  operator  training  and  annual  8‐hour  refresher  training.  
Emergency telephone numbers will be posted at the site  location before any work begins.   A safety meeting 
will  be  conducted  before  each  shift  begins.    Topics  to  be  discussed  include  task  hazards  and  protective 
measures  (physical,  chemical, environmental); emergency procedures; PPE  levels  and other  relevant  safety 
topics  including  a  highlighted  route  map  to  the  nearest  hospital/emergency  room.    Meetings  will  be 
documented  in  a  log  book  or  specific  form.    Potential  on‐site  chemicals  of  concern  include  VOCs,  SVOCs, 
Pesticides/PCBs, and Metals  (specifically arsenic,  lead, and mercury at a minimum).    Information  fact sheets 
and/or summary tables for each contaminant group are included in the HASP.  A copy of this HASP will be on‐
site during each sampling event.

1.0  INTRODUCTION 
 
This Health and Safety Plan (“HASP”) is developed for utilization during implementation of the 
Phase II Investigation (Phase II) at the above referenced site located in 93-41 through 93-51 
Sutphin Blvd. & 147-01 through 147-05 94th Avenue in Queens, New York (the Site).  The HASP 
is to be enforced by CA RICH’s Project Health and Safety Manager and the on-site Health & 
Safety Coordinator (HSC) or his/her designee.  The on-site HSC will interface with the Project 
Manager and is vested with the authority to make field decisions including the termination of on-
site activities if an imminent health and safety hazard, condition or related concern arises.  
Information and protocol in the HASP is applicable to all on-site personnel who will be entering 
the designated work zone.    
 
 
2.0  POTENTIAL HAZARDS 
 
2.1  Chemical Hazards 
 
CA RICH is currently unaware of any chemical hazards on-site.  VOC and SVOCs are described 
typically described as "sweet" or "aromatic" smelling and are narcotic in high concentrations.  
Acute exposure to significant concentrations of these chemicals can cause irritation of the skin, 
eyes and mucus membrane, headache, dizziness, nausea, and in high enough concentrations, 
loss of consciousness and death (Sax, 1984).  These compounds are suspected to be 
carcinogenic with chronic exposure.    
 
Physical properties and additional toxicological information for potential contaminants are 
included in Appendix A.       
 
2.2   Other Health & Safety Risks 
 
Normal physical hazards associated with using drilling and excavation equipment and hand tools 
as well as hazards associated with adverse climatic conditions (heat & cold) or physical site-
related debris represent a certain degree of risk to be assumed by on-site personnel.   
 
Certain provisions in this Plan, specifically the use of personnel protective equipment, may tend 
to increase the risk of physical injury, as well as susceptibility to cold or heat stress.  This is 
primarily due to restrictions in dexterity, hearing, sight, and normal body heat transfer inherent in 
the use of protective gear.    
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3.0  RISK MANAGEMENT 
 
 
3.1        Work / Exclusion Zones 
 
For each proposed investigation activity a work / exclusion zone will be established.  Access to
this area will be limited to properly trained, properly protected personnel directly involved with 
investigation.  Enforcement of the work / exclusion zone boundaries is the responsibility of the
on-site Health & Safety Coordinator or his/her designee. 
 
3.2        Personnel Protection 

 
Health & Safety regulatory personnel have developed different levels of personnel protection to 
deal with differing degrees of potential risks of exposure to chemical constituents.  The levels are 
designated as A, B, C, and D and are ranked according to the amount of personnel protection 
afforded by each level.  Level A is the highest level of protection and Level D is the lowest level of 
protection. 
  
The different levels are primarily dependent upon the degree of respiratory protection necessary, 
in conjunction with appropriate protective clothing.  Levels of protection mandate a degree of 
respiratory protection.  However, flexibility exists within the lower levels (B, C, and D) concerning 
proper protective clothing.  
 
The four levels of protection were developed for utilization in situations which involve suspected 
or known atmospheric and/or environmental hazards including airborne contamination and skin-
affecting substances.    
 
It is anticipated that all of the investigation work will be performed using Level D protection  (no 
respiratory protection with protective clothing requirements limited to long sleeved shirts, long 
pants or coveralls, work gloves and steel-toe leather work boots).   
 
Level D may be modified by the HSC to include protective clothing or equipment (Saran-coated 
disposable coveralls or PVC splash suits, safety glasses, hard hat with face shield, and 
chemically resistant boots) based upon physical hazards, skin contact concerns, and real-time 
monitoring.   
 
Real-time air monitoring for total airborne organics using either an OVA or an HNU will determine
if and when an upgrade from Level D to a higher level of respiratory protection is warranted.
Decisions for an upgrade from Level D to higher levels of protection, mitigative actions, and/or
suspension of work are the responsibility of the Project Manager and/or the designated on-site 
Health & Safety Coordinator. 
 
In the event odors are detected, Level C respiratory protection will be employed.  Organic vapor
cartridges are capable of removing xylenes at a concentration of 1,000 ppm and 
trimethylbenzenes at a concentration of 250 ppm. 
 
3.2   Air Monitoring 
 
The Health & Safety Coordinator or his/her properly trained assignee will conduct “Real Time” air 
monitoring for total organic vapors.  'Real-time' monitoring refers to the utilization of 
instrumentation, which yields immediate measurements.  The utilization of real time monitoring 
helps determine immediate or long-term risks to on-site personnel and the general public, the 
appropriate level of personnel respiratory protection necessary, and actions to mitigate the 
recognized hazard.   
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3.2.1.  Organic Vapor   
 
A. Instrumentation 
 
Real-time monitoring for total organic vapor (TOV) utilizes either a photo-ionization 
detector (PID) or flame ionization detector (FID).  The appropriate PID is an intrinsically 
safe HNU Systems Model PI-101, MiniRae 3,000 or equivalent PID, which is factory 
calibrated to benzene and is capable of detecting petroleum-related contamination.  The 
appropriate FID is a Foxboro model 128 Organic vapor Analyzer (OVA), which is factory 
calibrated to methane. 
 
B. Application  
 
Organic vapor monitoring is performed as outlined in the NYSDOH Community Air 
Monitoring Plan.  Specifically, monitoring shall be conducted at the downwind perimeter 
of the work zone periodically during work activities.  If TOV levels exceed 5 milligrams 
per meter cubed (mg/m3) above established pre-work background levels, work activities 
will be halted and monitoring will be continued under the provision of a Vapor Emission 
Response Plan (outlined in Section 5). 

 
3.3  Worker Training 
 
Personnel working in the contamination area must be trained, fit-tested, and medically-Certified 
(OSHA 29 CFR 1910. 134).  
 
All personnel working within the work/exclusion area must confirm their participation in an 
ongoing health surveillance program.  The program must consist of an initial "baseline" 
examination stipulated by OSHA (29 CFR 1910. 134).  The examination is designed to screen for 
evidence of adverse effects of occupational exposure (particularly to toxic substances) and 
determine personnel fitness with respect to the use of respiratory protection.  
 
Each worker enlisted in the medical surveillance program receives an annual examination similar 
to the baseline exam to evaluate irregularities or trends in his/her health with respect to potential 
exposure.  Upon termination of employment, contract/subcontract or job completion, each 
worker/employee must take an 'exit examination' identical to the annual exam.  All physicals will 
be performed by licensed physicians with medical histories to be confidentially maintained by 
their employer. 
 
Prior to any work, all workers involved with the project should be aware of the potential chemical, 
physical and biological hazards discussed in this document, as well as the general safety 
practices outlined below.  A safety briefing by the on-site HSC and/or assistant designee shall 
take place at the outset of work activities.  
 
3.4   General Safety Practices 
 
The following safety practices shall be followed by all project personnel. 
 
1. Avoid unnecessary skin exposure to subsurface materials.  Sleeved shirts tucked into 

long pants (or coveralls), work gloves, and steel-toe leather work boots are required 
unless modified gear is approved by the HSC.  Remove any excess residual soil from 
clothes prior to leaving the site. 

 
2. No eating, drinking, gum or tobacco chewing, or smoking allowed in designated work 

areas.  Thoroughly wash hands prior to these activities outside the work area.  Avoid 
sitting on the ground during breaks or while eating and drinking.  Thoroughly wash all 
exposed body areas at the end of the workday. 
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3. Some symptoms of acute exposure include: dizziness, light-headedness, drowsiness, 
headache, and nose/eye/skin irritation.   If these symptoms are experienced or strong 
odor is detected, leave the work area and immediately report the incident to the on-site 
HSC. 

 
3.5   Enforcement 
 
Enforcement of the Site Safety Plan will be the responsibility of the HSC or his/her designee.  The 
Coordinator or his/her designee should be on-site on a full-time basis and perform or directly 
oversee all aspects of Project Health & Safety operations including: air monitoring; environmental 
mitigation; personnel respiratory and skin protection; general safety practices; documentation; 
emergency procedures and protocol; and reporting and recordkeeping as described below. 
 
3.6   Reporting & Recordkeeping 
 
Incidents involving injury, symptoms of exposure, discovery of contained (potentially hazardous) 
materials, or unsafe work practices and/or conditions should be immediately reported to the HSC.   
 
A logbook must be maintained on-site to document all aspects of HASP enforcement.  The log is 
paginated and dated with entries made on a daily basis in waterproof ink, initialed by the HSC or 
designee.  Log entries should include date and time of instrument monitoring, instrument type, 
measurement method, test results, calibration and maintenance information, as well as 
appropriate mitigative actions responding to detections.  Miscellaneous information to be logged 
may include weather conditions, reported complaints or symptoms, regulatory inspections, and 
reasons to upgrade personnel protection above the normal specification (Level D).

The preceding list and associated attached map (Figure 1) illustrating the fastest route to the 
nearest hospital must be conspicuously posted in areas of worker congregation and adjacent to 
all on-site telephones (if any).             
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4.2  EMERGENCY PROCEDURES 
 
4.2.1   Contact or Exposure to Suspected Hazardous Materials 
 
In the event of a fire, chemical discharge, medical emergency, workers are instructed to 
immediately notify the HSC and proper emergency services (posted).  Should physical contact 
with unknown or questionable materials occur, immediately wash the affected body areas with 
clean water and notify the HSC.  Anyone experiencing symptoms of exposure should exit the 
work area, notify the HSC, and seek medical attention.    
 
4.2.2   Personnel Decontamination, First Aid, and Fire Protection 
 
The first step in the treatment of skin exposure to most chemicals is to rinse the affected area 
with water.  For this reason, adequate amounts of potable water and soap are maintained on-site 
in a clearly designated and readily-accessible location.  Portable emergency eyewash stations 
and a first aid kit must be made available and maintained in the same locations as the potable 
water.  Fire extinguishers are also to be maintained on-site in designated locations.  All on-site 
personnel are to be made aware of the locations of the above-mentioned on-site Health & Safety 
accommodations during the initial Health and Safety briefing. 
 
4.2.3   Ingress/egress 
 
Clear paths of ingress/egress to work zones and site entrances/exits must be maintained at all 
times.  Unauthorized personnel are restricted from accessing the site.    
 
 
5.0  VAPOR EMISSIONS REPONSE PLAN 
 
If the ambient air concentration of organic vapors exceeds 5 mg/m3 above background at the 
perimeter of the work area, activities will be halted and monitoring continued.  If the organic vapor 
level decreases below 5 mg/m3 above background, work activities can resume.  If the organic 
vapor levels are greater than 5 mg/m3 over background but less than 25 ppm over background at 
the perimeter of the work area, activities can resume provided: 
 
• The organic vapor level 200 ft. downwind of the work area or half the distance to the nearest 

residential or commercial structure, whichever is less, is below 5 mg/m3 over background. 
 
If the organic vapor level is above 25 ppm at the perimeter of the work area, activities must be 
shutdown.  When work shutdown occurs, downwind air monitoring as directed by the Safety 
Officer will be implemented to ensure that vapor emission does not impact the nearest residential 
or commercial structure at levels exceeding those specified in the Major Vapor Emission section. 
 
Major Vapor Emission 
 
If any organic levels greater than 5 mg/m3 over background are identified 200 feet downwind from 
the work area or half the distance to the nearest residential or commercial property, whichever is 
less, all work activities must be halted. 
 
If, following the cessation of the work activities, or as the result of an emergency, organic levels 
persist above 5 mg/m3 above background 200 feet downwind or half the distance to the nearest 
residential or commercial property from the work area, then the air quality must be monitored 
within 20 feet of the perimeter of the nearest residential or commercial structure (20 Foot Zone).

If efforts to abate the emission source are unsuccessful and, if organic vapor levels are 
approaching 5 mg/m3 above background for more than 30 minutes in the 20 Foot Zone, then the 
Major Vapor Emission Response Plan shall automatically be placed into effect; 
 
However, the Major Vapor Emission Response Plan shall be immediately placed into effect if 
organic vapor levels are greater than 10 mg/m3 above background. 
 
Major Vapor Emission Response Plan 
 
Upon activation, the following activities will be undertaken: 
 
1. All Emergency Response Contacts as listed in the Health & Safety Plan of the Corrective 

Action Plan will go into effect. 
 
2. The local police authorities will immediately be contacted by the Safety Officer and 

advised of the situation. 
 
3. Frequent air monitoring will be conducted at 30 minute intervals within the 20 Foot Zone.  

If two successive readings below action levels are measured, air monitoring may be 
halted or modified by the Safety Officer.
