The Parks, Recreation and Cultural Affairs
Administracion has set up a special decail of volunteers and
Parks staff members equipped with loud speakers who will be
stationed at the City's beaches. Their job will be to remind
pecople == especially ai the hours that they normally leave the
beaches «=- {0 deposit their trash in litter baskets.

In order to reach the largest possible audiences,
planes will fly over the City's beaches carrying a banner asking
for the public's help in keeping the beaches clean.

As part of the City's special efforts to keep the



beaches clean on the July 4th weekend, Administrator Heckscher
announced that the Sanitaition Departmeni, under special arrange-
ments worked ou: for the weekend, would be cooperating in the
beach cleanup.
