8§1-10 Agreements to extend or adjourn.

In lieu of making a motion for an extension of time or for an adjournment
under these rules, any party may obtain such an extension or adjournment by
filing with the tribunal a writing, signed by all of the parties, reflecting the parties'
agreement to such extension or adjournment, subject to the approval of the
tribunal. Such stipulation shall be filed, prior to the date from which the extension
or adjournment is sought, with the administrative law judge or presiding officer to
whom the case has been assigned, or, if such administrative law judge or
presiding officer is unavailable or no such assignment has been made, with the
chief administrative law judge, or, if the case is before the tribunal
commissioners, with the president of the tribunal.
